TODAY’S FOCUS 

Is the Christian faith about following religious rules?  Is it about maintaining 
traditions?  No!  The message of the Bible is that we are saved by grace (God’s 
unexpected kindness) through faith (by trusting) in Jesus apart from anything we 
do. Traditions and religious practices may be helpful to us, for example for 
purposes of teaching, but our consciences are not to be bound by them. Our 
eternal salvation depends only on God’s grace provided to us by Jesus Christ. This 
truth sets us free from the burden of fulfilling rules to be saved.  It also sets us free 
from virtue-signaling or scrutinizing each other over non-essential things which 
God has neither commanded nor forbidden.

FIRST LESSON 1 Samuel 21:1-6 

David came to Ahimelek the priest at Nob. When he came to meet David, Ahimelek was 
trembling with fear, and he said to David, “Why are you alone? Why isn’t there anyone with 
you?” 

2David said to Ahimelek the priest, “The king sent me on a mission and told me, ‘Don’t let 
anyone know anything about where I am sending you or about your orders.’ I have instructed 
the young men to wait for me at a certain place. 3So what do you have on hand? Please give me 
five loaves of bread, or whatever is available.” 

4The priest answered David, “I do not have any ordinary bread, but there is holy bread—I 
can give it to you only if your young men have kept themselves away from women.” 

5David answered the priest, “Yes indeed, women have been kept away from us just as they 
have been on previous occasions. Whenever I go out on a mission, the bodies of the young men 
are kept holy even if it is only an ordinary journey. How much more then shall their bodies be 
holy today?” 

6So the priest gave him holy bread, because there was no bread there except for the Bread 
of the Presence which had been removed from the presence of the Lord and replaced with hot 
bread.

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TODAY WE ENTER THE NON-FESTIVAL HALF OF THE CHURCH YEAR 

The festival-half of the Church Year covers the major events in the life & earthly 
ministry of Jesus – His birth (Christmas), His baptism (Epiphany), His sufferings 
and death (Lent), His resurrection (Easter), etc. 

Jesus is still the center and focus of our worship in the non-festival-half of the 
Church Year (usually June-November). You’ll notice, however, that we will follow 
the ministry and teachings of Jesus more incrementally, Sunday by Sunday. 

WHY DO WE FOLLOW A CHURCH YEAR? 

The Church calendar is manmade and is not commanded in the Bible. It is a tool 
that helps us to keep our focus on Jesus. 

We are free, if we desire, to make our services topic-driven or event-driven. For 
example, we might decide to design a service around a recent national tragedy. 
However, an ongoing practice like this tends to draw the focus to US and what’s 
important to US.  We would eventually tend to lose the focus on Christ. 

Whatever the topic or event, Jesus is the ultimate answer and solution and it is in 
the person of Jesus that God connects with us and saves us. Thus the Church 
calendar has proven its usefulness after many centuries.
